The Sons of Andrew:
A History of the Anderson Name
By Nadine Anderson,
former Clan Anderson Genealogist

The use of surnames started in France around the year 1100 AD,
The Norman invaders brought the practice to Scotland nearly
100 years later. However, the use of surnames was not common
for some 50 years or more after this time, or around 1155&ior to this, Malcolm
Ceannmor (1057-1093), spouse to Queen Margaret of Scotieuded his subjects to
adopt surnames after their territorial possessions. Suckheasigin of the first earls of
Scotland, such as Leslie, Gordon, Shaw, and Abircrumby @nuthers. Written
references to actual surnames are first found during the tirbawél I, who reigned
from 1124-1153AD. One such reference is found for RobettudBrus (Robert the
Bruce).

In light of this understanding about the use of surnaprescan appreciate that the name
ANDERSON would not be a Scandinavian name, as the Danes inBaitkid between
997-1014 AD, some 150 years prior to the use of surnaiwegever, we do recognize
that some Scandinavians may also bear the name.

Anderson means "Son of Andrew". Typically, the intent wasdéoote "servant of
Andrew", Andrew being the patron saint of Scotland. The Géefim of the name is
Gillanders. Most likely, the name cropped up all over the ttpwver a period of time,
with one group of Andersons not necessarily related to angtbup of Andersons.

Anderson or Ross or Donald?Occasionally, the Anderson name is affiliated with Clan
Ross, which creates some confusion among Andersons. Thidvirgarls of Clan Ross
bore the name "Aindrea", and not Ross. They too were "SembAtdrew". As the title
passed to descendants of the female line, the name, Ross, wagsddssuthe male
representatives of the earls as it referred to their territorigino The name "Ross" is
actually derived from the District of Ross, and is therefawrritorial name. In fact, the
Ross's first referred to themselves as do the Andersomstréd’'s Servants”. It is also
possible that some descendants of Highland Andersongutighthare a heritage with
what today is the Ross Clan.

Some other Highland "Gillanders" (Servants of Andrew) mayagsociated with Clan
Donald, also through the female line. The Lord of the IsB#an Donald) assumed the
titte of Earl of Ross. In fact it was Donald MacGillandrigitno accompanied Moira
McDonald of Clan Donald when she became the wife to a Mclrdbigf in the 1400's.
Their descendants became known as MacAndrew (son of the sefverdrew). This is
the origin of the affiliation with Clan Chattan.

According to the Lord Lyon, there was an Anderson of ltkah the 1500's. This specific
us today. But this reference vetifiasthe Andersons are a clan in their own right, despite

having a shared ancestry with other groups. The Anderson slaones up in many forms: Andrews, Andirsoone,
Andersonne, Andersoun, Andersoune, Andison, Andresorékadn, MacAndrews, Endirone, and many others.

Famous Scots

- Alexander Graham Bell (1847-1922)
Bell was born on 3 March 1847 in Edinburgh. His father and grandfather had both been
involved in elocution and improving systems of communication for the deaf and deaf
mutes so it was hardly surprising that he followed in their footsteps.

In 1870, after attending universities in Edinburgh and London, he emigrated to Canada
before moving on to be Professor of Vocal Physiology at Boston. His invention of the
telephone was in pursuit of a device to help the deaf. He patented his early telephone in
February 1876 - only days ahead of other rivals. But it was not until 10 March 1876 that
the famous words "Mr Watson, come here; | want you" were transmitted by telephone. He formed the
Bell Telephone company in 1877 and became rich as a result. But he continued to teach (Helen Keller
the blind and deaf woman who is famous for her work with the handicapped, was one of his pupils) and
work on inventions including a universal phonetic language, a phonograph and hydrofoils. He was also
involved in genetics and invented a new method of sheep breeding. But he never liked his most famous
invention, saying "I never use the beast" and stuffing the bell on his phone with newspapers. He moved
to Nova Scotia and died there in 1922.
